4-H ANIMAL SCIENCE RULES AND REGULATIONS

(Updated for the 2008/2009 year)

Deadlines: The following are due to the 4-H office no later than the date listed below.

May 1st of the current year - 4-H Horse Blue Sheets along with Rabies and Coggins Certificates

July 1st of the current year - 4-H Animal Entry Form  Any form received after July 1st MUST have a written and signed explanation as to why the entry is late. If the entry form and written explanation is submitted late, then the matter is reviewed by the 4-H staff as to whether or not the 4-H member is allowed to participate. If the form is late again the next year, there will be no review and the exhibitor will not be allowed to participate.

1. 4-H ownership of all animals are as follows:  Horses –May 1, 

2. Beef/Market Animals –May 1 and all other animals by June 1.

3. Each exhibitor must furnish enough feed and bedding for their own animals - also feed boxes and water buckets. Each exhibitor is responsible for their own animal or secure another exhibitor to do it.

4. All animals must be on the grounds all week per instructions from the State Vet except for Dog Exhibits. 

5. Exhibitors must show their own animals on the show day unless they are showing another species of animal in a performance class which occurs at the same time. Alternate exhibitors must also be 4-H members. Please inform the Superintendents of both species and inform the 4-H Animal Science Staff member prior to the shows.

6. HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: PLEASE READ THE NYS DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE & MARKETS ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENT BOOKLET FOR THE CURRENT FAIR SEASON.  (Changes are made every year to the requirements so, please read this booklet every year!  The booklet is located in this fair book. A new one will be sent in the supplement for next year. )

7. Exhibitors remaining overnight:
Reminder: ALL parents are responsible for the chaperoning of their children when they are on the                  fairgrounds, or must obtain an adult chaperone over the age of 21 for them while not in attendance.

· No exhibitor may remain on the fair grounds overnight unless under direct adult supervision with written parental permission. This permission slip will include a medical release form.

· NO 4-H YOUTH WILL STAY IN ANY BARN. 
· All participants staying on the grounds in trailers or tents will be supervised by their parents, or a guardian authorized by their parent.

· No unauthorized person will be allowed in the barns after 11:00 PM

· There will be no community water tubs. 

· Water fights of any kind in the barns or around the facilities where the public is will not be tolerated!

· Smoking is not permitted in or around the barns. There will be no use of illegal drugs or alcohol by participants.

8. Animals shown as registered breeding stock must be accompanied by appropriate registration papers. Animals without registration papers will be shown as grades.

9. Any animal exhibited by a youth member may be subject to drug testing as deemed necessary by the Superintendent, Educational Coordinator, 4-H Extension Educator, or Departments of Agriculture and Markets. In the event that a positive result is obtained, the youth will be barred from showing animals at the Ontario County Fair, forfeit all premium money and awards and will be referred to the Ontario County 4-H Office.

10. All exhibitors are encouraged to keep their animals and the building clean and attractive at all times, since a county Fair exhibition constitutes a public display. Exhibitors are urged to conduct themselves and their exhibits in a manner to reflect credit on 4-H and their industries. Upon removal of their animals from the exhibit, the exhibitors are required to leave the areas that have been occupied by their animals clean of straw and manure, and ready for occupancy. Straw and manure must be removed from the barn.

11. In the event that the animal or animal’s products are sold at the Fair, the youth will be required to re-pay any money received. The only animals allowed to be sold are market animals that are participating in the Ontario County Fair Livestock Auction and to be sold at that time.

Each contestant must show his own animal but, during the course of the contest, may be asked by the judge to show some other animal. 

· Cows shown in dry cow classes may not be shown in milking classes.

· Milk cows may be brought in for show day.  Exhibitors of milk cows must have young stock on exhibit during fair week. 

· All animals will be shown by breed, placed numerically and then grouped Excellent, Good, Worthy.

· Junior, Senior, and Grand Champions receive Rosettes.

· Exhibitors of registered animals cannot exhibit grades except in the case of grade yearlings that were shown in grade calf classes last year.

4-H POULTRY 

Section KK

· The 4-H Poultry Show will be judged according to the Poultry Standard of Perfection book, 4-H Fitting and Showmanship Members Guide, and the NYS 4-H Poultry Judging book. The members guide and judging books are available at the 4-H office. The poultry Standard of Perfection book will be available to see at the Clinic in May. All exhibitors are expected to follow the dress code listed in the 4-H Poultry Judging book, which outlines the dress code for the show as black or dark colored pants, and a white shirt or blouse. You will lose points in all classes if you are not dressed properly.

· Each exhibitor must have a responsible adult to remain in the barn 1 night of fair week from 6 p.m. until 10 p.m.  If you have a preferred night you wish to help be sure to sign up with the Poultry Superintendent before the fair starts or an evening will be assigned to you.  Any youth 14 or over may close the barn at closing time.   

Rules:
1. Showmanship class will begin at 9:30.  You will need to sign up on the posted sheet for preferred order of exhibiting.  

2. Any entries with lice or mites are barred from the show.

3. Entries to be caged on grounds by Monday at 11 AM.

4. Members are limited to 15 fair entries with the meat bird entry being one entry. 

5. Feed must be provided for all poultry on exhibit.

6. Exhibitors should consider the possibility of exhibits being lost, strayed, or stolen during fair week.  Care will be taken to prevent losses, but superintendents and the Fair Association cannot assume responsibility.

7. All poultry except waterfowl and pigeons shall have originated from US pullorum-typhiod clean or equivalent flocks, or have a negative pullorum test within 90- days of the Fair. The pullorum certificate must be sent in with entries. (Photocopies are acceptable)

8. Awards will be presented at approximately 4 p.m. or at the completion of the show, whichever is later.   

9. Exhibitors should check in with superintendents who in turn will assign cages for birds to be exhibited.

10. Birds are to be removed on Saturday of the fair when approval is given by the superintendent.

11. Cages must be cleaned by exhibitor upon removing the birds and will begin at 5:00 p.m. Saturday.

12. Failure to clean cages or to follow rules in general will result in no ribbon or premiums to the exhibitor.

· All classes are in cage except showmanship classes. The judge will walk from cage to cage judging. All entries in these classes will be judged according to standard of perfection. They will receive a blue, red, or white ribbon. For classes with five or more entries, the judge will then select a best of class and a reserve best. They will receive special awards. Various cash awards will be given out, as well as various trophies - Best Pullet, Best Hen, Best Cockerel, Best Rooster, and Overall Grand Champion of Show will be judged and awarded at the end of all the classes.

4-H DOG SHOW   Section LL

The Ontario County Dog Program will follow the rules for the State Fair dog show. 

View the guidelines for the State Fair 4-H Dog Show at the state fair website www.nysfair.org 

 and look under Competitions – Youth Department Animal Science.  Highlights are listed here.
***ATTENTION***

A photocopy of each animal’s Certificate of Rabies Vaccination must accompany the entry form.  

In addition, you must have the Rabies certificate(s) available for inspection upon arrival on the Fairgrounds.

All exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their own dog at all times, including in the parking areas.  Youth are not to walk their dogs anywhere on the fairgrounds other than necessary transit to and from the show ring area and 4-H Youth & Livestock Buildings. 

Exhibitors are requested to arrive early to assist in ring set up.  The dog show is outside; bring chairs and shade for you and your dog.

Dog leashes for on lead exercises must be 6 feet in length

If a dog defecates or eliminates in the show ring, they will lose points for each occurrence.


Obedience:  30 points


Grooming & Handling, Special Classes, Rally and Agility:  15 points

Dress Code:  Clothing must be neat, clean & properly fitting with no rips or tears.  Shirts with sleeves (including tee shirts) are required for all classes.  No cutoffs, mid-drifts, minis, open-toed shoes or obscene logos/language on attire.  Shorts & blue jeans are not allowed except for agility.  Refer to the NYS 4-H Dog Program Dress Code Guidelines posted with the score sheets on the Cornell website: http://www.ansci.cornell.edu/4H/dogs/index.html. 

Exception:  4-H club shirts may be worn for County Fair except in Grooming & Handling classes.

NO FOOD/BAIT is allowed in the ring during obedience, rally or agility classes, whether in a pocket or exposed.

OBEDIENCE

Class No. 1

Beginner A  – For 4-H’ers who have not previously trained a dog.  The dogs in this class must not have graduated beyond the Beginner level.  All exercises (Heel on Leash and Figure 8; Stand for Examination; Recall; 1 minute Long Sit; 3 minute Long Down) will be performed with the dog on lead. 

Class No. 2

Beginner B – For 4-H’ers who have previously trained a dog in Beginner or more advanced levels of obedience.  Dogs must not have graduated beyond the Beginner level.  

Class No. 3

Graduate Beginner A  – For 4-H’ers who have not previously trained a dog beyond the Graduate Beginner level.  Dogs must not have graduated beyond the Graduate Beginner level.  Exercises are the same as in the Beginner A and B classes except that the Stand for Examination, Recall, Long Sit and Long Down exercises are done with the dog off lead.

Class No. 4

Graduate Beginner B  – For 4-H’ers who have previously trained a dog in Graduate Beginner or more advanced levels of obedience.  Dogs must not have graduated beyond the Graduate Beginner level. 

Class No. 5

Novice A – For 4-H’ers and dogs who have completed a Novice course of instruction but have not graduated beyond this level.  Test is identical to the AKC Novice test.

Class No. 6

Novice B  – Test is identical to the AKC Novice test.

Class No. 7

Advanced Novice – Dogs may have earned a CD title but not yet earned the CDX title.  Other than Heel On Leash, all exercises will be performed with the dog off leash: Heel Free and Figure 8, Stand for Exam, Drop on Recall,  and handler out of sight 3 minute Long Sit and 5 minute Long Down.  

Class No. 8

Graduate Novice – Dogs may have earned a CD title but not yet earned the CDX title.  The exercises are: Heel Free and Figure 8, Drop on Recall, Dumbell Recall, Recall Over High Jump, Recall Over Broad Jump and Long Down.

Class No. 9

Open  – For 4-H’ers and dogs who have not graduated beyond the Open level of obedience.  Test is identical to the AKC Open test. 

Class No. 10

Utility  –  Test is identical to the AKC Utility test. 

Class No. 11

Brace – For one 4-H’er with two dogs, at least one of the dogs being owned by the 4-H’er handling the Brace.  The two dogs may be different breeds.  Exercises will be performed as in Graduate Beginner. 

Class No. 12

Four-Person Team – Teams will consist of four 4-H’ers with their four dogs simultaneously performing Graduate Beginner exercises. 

RALLY OBEDIENCE

Class No. 13
Rally Novice A – Course shall consist of 12-15 stations plus a START & FINISH sign.  Dogs at all levels of Obedience are eligible.  The course shall be performed on-leash and judged per AKC regulations.

Class No. 14 
Rally Novice B–  for dogs receiving a blue ribbon in Rally Novice A but not ready to move up to Advanced Rally.

Class No. 15

Rally Advanced -  The course shall be performed with the dog off leash and judged per AKC regulations.  Beginner Obedience dogs are not eligible.

Class No. 16

Rally Excellent – The course shall be performed with the dog off leash and judged per AKC regulations.
GROOMING AND HANDLING

Class No. 17

Grooming and Handling A – For 4-H’ers who are competing for the first time in Grooming and Handling at State Fair, unless the Handler has qualified for the Open Class of Junior Showmanship at an AKC Show.  Handlers who receive a red or white ribbon rating at State Fair may compete at this level a second year.

Class No. 18

Grooming and Handling B – For 4-H’ers who have previously competed in Grooming and Handling at State Fair.  

Class No 19

Grooming and Handling C – For 4-H’ers who have previously been a Grooming and Handling B Champion at State Fair and/or have qualified for the Open Class of Junior Showmanship at an AKC show (or the equivalent), even if it is their first year.  

JUMPERS AGILITY

Due to schedule and space limitations, the Agility qualifier for State Fair on a Standard course (with contact obstacles) will be held at a time and place other than during County Fair.  Please notify the 4-H Office by July 1st if you are interested.  

Dogs must be able to compete off lead to participate in agility at County Fair.  Dogs not entered in an obedience class may be asked to perform an off lead recall to show that they belong in Agility.  Dogs must be at least 12 months old.  Performance will be judged based on the same rules used at State Fair.

Class No. 20

Beginner Jumpers Agility   An obstacle course that is straight forward using non-winged jumps, tunnels, tire jump and broad jump.  The Pause Table and Panel Jump may be included.  Refusals and run-outs will not be faulted.

Class No. 21

Advanced Beginner Jumpers Agility   The course may include winged jumps; panel, double and triple jumps.

Class No. 22

Intermediate Jumpers Agility   The course may include the closed tunnel.    

SPECIAL CLASSES

Class No. 23

Service Dog Class – This class is only for those dogs currently being raised by 4-H members for an organization that provides dogs to aid the handicapped (e.g., Guiding Eyes for the Blind, Hearing Dogs, etc.).  Any dog that is released from a service dog program is no longer eligible for this class.  Dogs entered in this class may not participate in any other class except the Costume Class.

4-H HORSE SHOW

Section MM

Advance entry required on regular Junior Department entry blanks by JULY 1st. Mail to Ontario County Cooperative Extension, 480 North Main Street, Canandaigua, NY 14424. Entries will not be accepted without a 4-H Horse Certificate (blue sheet), copy of rabies certificate, and proof of negative Coggins test that have previously submitted prior to MAY 1st.
The 4-H Horse Schedule and Rules are printed in the 4-H Horse Handbook that each 4-H Horse members should possess.  The handbook is available in the 4-H office or from your 4-H leader.  Contact the 4-H office if you do not have the handbook.

4-H Horse exhibits can stay at the fair all week or overnight.  Stall space is assigned.

4-H members showing horse also have the option of bringing in the horse for show day only.  Horse exhibits must arrive per advertised horse schedule.  The horse must remain on the fairgrounds until 8 P.M.
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
